Extracted from the Constitution

3. PRINCIPLES

The Association will operate within the following principles:

3.1 Seeking to strengthen the human rights of asylum seekers, refugees and persons of concern through

legal representation, research, educational initiatives, and policy development; and

3.2 Seeking to promote the interests of the Association’s clients individually and collectively through law and

public policy.

4. OBJECTIVES

The objectives of the Association are:

4.1 to provide free legal advice, representation and advocacy to refugees, asylum seekers and persons of concern

(all of whom in the following objectives are included in the term “refugees”) who are disadvantaged in their

access to the legal system, whether through detention, recent arrival, language or cultural barriers, socioeconomic

status, illiteracy or other reasons;

4.2 to provide legal information and education to refugees to assist them to participate fully and competently in

legal matters affecting them;

4.3 to make appropriate referrals in order that they can access a comprehensive social support service including

existing health and community services as needed;

4.4 to provide coordination and a clearing house for pro bono legal services offered by the legal profession to

refugees;

4.5 to provide information and education to the legal profession, the judiciary and other service providers on the

needs of refugees to assist the achievement of justice;

4.6 to provide clinical education opportunities to students in a range of tertiary disciplines as appropriate;

4.7 to initiate, promote and undertake research and law reform in the areas of immigration and refugee law, policy

and procedures;

4.8 to accept or reject, in its absolute discretion, any donation of money, real or personal property or service

(whatsoever) received from any person as addition to the Association and if accepted, to issue a receipt

bearing the full name of the Association and the appropriate Australian Business Number and Deductible Gift

Recipient Number;

4.9 to do all such things incidental to, or conducive to the attainment of, the above objectives (or any one of them).
